We are hopeful that you will be joining Maryland’s delegation to the 2011 National Association of Student Councils’STARS Conference in St. Louis, MIssouri, from June 24- 27, 2011.  Listed below you will find important information and details about the proposed trip.

Trip Highlights:

The Maryland Delegation will travel to St. Louis via Southwest Airlines from BWI on the morning of Friday, June 24, 2011.  The Maryland delegation will arrive late afternoon on the 24th, which is the day before the conference begins and will participate in state-organized pre-conference activities.  During          our evening activities we will partner with students and advisors from other Region II states - Pennsylvania, New York and New Jersey – probably a dinner cruise on the Mississippi.  Maryland advisors serve as chaperones for all students in our delegation for the entire trip. We will check into the conference hotel, where we will spend the entire conference.  We will be staying at the Hyatt Regency St. Louis at the Arch Hotel.  Rooms have already been reserved.
The conference will begin the late morning of Saturday, June 25.  Most all conference activities will be held at the Hyatt Regency.  Conference activities include: workshops, general sessions, motivational speakers, audio-visual presentations, speaker showcases, issues discussions, regional meetings and more.  An agenda of events and activities will be mailed directly to your home from NASC once you have registered.  This will be a different kind of nationals because of it being entirely hotel based so some of our delegation may be National Honor Society folk.  Also, we have six meals on our own – Friday lunch and dinner (probably the cruise/dinner), Saturday Evening, Sunday Breakfast and Dinner, and Monday lunch. The conference program will end at noon on  June 27th.  Our delegation will board a bus immediately upon the completion of the conference and proceed to the airport for our flight home.  More accurate cost, times, and events will come later, but right now I am trying to get an idea of how many people might be able to go.  The tentative costs are below.  We have room for about 32 delegates and since we have to have four in a room for the students, one of the selection criteria for those able to attend will be gender.
